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Pierre Bienvenu Noailles, 

Founder of 

the Holy Family of Bordeaux, 
… wrote in 1822:

“... On Septuagesima Sunday, 3 February 1822, vigil of the feast of St. Jeanne de Valois which we celebrate with great solemnity in the parish of St. Eulalie (Bordeaux), I was hearing confessions and could not go, as I usually did, to give Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament in the chapel of the little community of Sisters. For that reason, I asked the good Fr Delort to replace me.

It was half past four in the afternoon. Fr Delort exposed the Blessed Sacrament and immediately after the incensing, in place of the Sacred Species there appeared in the pyx the face and bust of Our Lord, like a miniature portrait, with this difference that the face was alive. 
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He made a sign to the altar boy to approach and he asked him if he saw anything extraordinary. Trembling, he replied that he had seen Jesus for some time and that he still saw him. The priest then told him to let the Superior know. The child informed the sister sacristan about the prodigy but she, struck by the spectacle and absorbed by the feelings it inspired in her, could not do what she was asked.

During this time, the Superior, having lifter her eyes to the Sacred Host without being informed of the miracle, also saw Our Lord ... but she was afraid it might an illusion ...

Almost all those who were in the chapel saw the same prodigy – the priest, the altar boy, the sisters, the young people, the children - the miracle lasted all during the Benediction.

After the final hymn, the priest went up to the altar – he wonders how he had the strength to do it – and gave the blessing with the monstrance, all the time contemplating the diving Saviour whom he held in his hands...

The vision remained until the priest replaced the monstrance on the altar.

Today, 3 February 2013, this little Family of Pierre Bienvenu Noailles has spread throughout the world.
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It includes all vocation in the Church: Priest Associates, Lay Associates, women, men and children, Consecrated Secular Women, Apostolic and Contemplative Religious Women, all together to promote communion and spread and strengthen the faith in all social classes so that
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He wore a dark red stole...
